Psalm 63:1 nkjv O God, You are my God; Early will | seek You; My soul
thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land Where there is
no water.

Mark 1:35 niv Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up,
left the house and went off to a solitary place, where he prayed.

2. On The First Day Of The Week:

Acts 20:7 niv On the first day of the week we came together to break bread...

Hebrews 10:25 ncv You should not stay away from the church meetings, as
some are doing, but you should meet together and encourage each other. Do
this even more as you see the day coming.

3. With The First Part Of Your Income:

Leviticus 27:30 ncv One-tenth of all crops belongs to the LORD, including the
crops from fields and the fruit from trees. That one-tenth is holy to the LORD.
